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Market Comment | USD upward trend reversed
after Trump speech

e Financial markets showed higher volatility than in previous sessions, after the first press conference
held by US president elect Donald Trump. The major market sensitive events were the following:

e The USD depreciated and US Treasury yields declined following the press conference held by’
Donald Trump, which may have disappointed investors as he did not mention his expected plans to
increase government spending (see). In Europe, sovereign bond yields inched down.

e ECB minutes, which were published today (_see), showed disagreement among its members between(’
two proposed decisions (first: extend QE by €80bn for 6 months; or second: by €60bn for 9 months),
although finally they accepted the second option partially in order to avoid bond scarcity concerns
(see).

e The recent USD depreciation = pushed up commodities (gold reached the 1,200 level) and EM
currencies, especially the TRY, which appreciated after its recent significant fall, on the back of
expected central bank intervention to prop up the currency (see).

* Qil prices rose, on the back of higher expectations of demand growth in China and the fact that Saudi
oil output fell more than expected, overshadowing fears of increasing US oil production (see).

e A weaker USD helped today’s EUR appreciation, and also supported EZ Industrial production, which
surprised to the upside in November (see) after the previous month’s revision, reaching its highest level
since September 2008.
