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e The EUR jumped to its highest level since 2014, after US Finance minister, Steven Mnuchin, backed
a weaker USD saying that is good for trade, breaking with tradition (see). The comments added to
protectionist concerns after the US administration approved several tariffs on external products.

e Moreover, higher than expected preliminary PMI data for the euro zone (Jan) also pushed up the
EUR (see). The question of the effect of a strong EUR may be addressed in tomorrow’s ECB monetary
policy meeting (see), in which no significant changes are expected (see BBVA preview).

e The FX market played an important role in today’s stock prices, as a weaker USD, along with
positive corporate earnings reports, boosted US stock prices somewhat. Meanwhile, a stronger EUR
slightly weighed on European stocks.

e Sovereign bond yields rose, led by the UK after labour data showed a record high level (see), while
the Spanish risk premium remained below the 80 bps level after yesterday's positive demand in the
syndicated bond (see).

e Qil prices inched down, despite a weaker USD, after US crude oil inventories surprisingly rose, but
remained at three-year high levels (see). In the meantime, EM currencies appreciated across the board,
against a weaker USD
