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e Cautious mood in financial markets at the start of the week on the back of increasing global trade
strains. China announced retaliations, following Trump’s decision to impose tariffs on imports from China
(see). Equity markets declined across the board, although equity implied volatility only inched up (VIX
12.6), while safe currencies such as Japanese yen and Swiss franc appreciated. The USD has remained
steady today.

e The US bond yield was broadly steady, but European yield declined across the board amid political
concerns in Germany (see), while the peripheral risk premia narrowed. The EUR has depreciated,
breaking down 1.16 USD during the day, but it has closed broadly stable above this level.

e Pressure on EM currencies continued, especially on Latam. The strong USD, trade concerns and
volatility in oil markets, ahead of the OPEC meeting this week (see) continued weighed on them. The
ARS rebounded after last week’s strong depreciation, while the TRY was steady today despite
uncertainty about this week’s elections.
